I.    Victory Guaranteed





Joshua 1: 1b-6
(*  Without doubt or hesitation Joshua follow Moses’ example and accepted the what before learning the how and did as God directed!  God had a plan that only He could accomplish where people could not take credit for the success.  Many past victories were given before the battle.  The next goal was for Joshua to lead the people into the promised land.  God’s admonition to him was to “Be strong and of good courage.”  The people were not to be afraid, even if the enemy was bigger and stronger.  God told them just like He was with Moses, He would also be with them and not fail or leave them.  Again, they were to be of good courage).

II.  Victory Realized





Joshua 11: 16-19

(*  Although the victory was promised, it was not easy and took Joshua 5 to 7 years to accomplish it.       (My own observation is that it took a lot of prayer and faith to beat back fear, doubt, and discouragement from people second guessing you.  Obedience to God is crucial!)
III.  Removing All Doubt





Joshua 11: 21-23
(*  Many battles had been won, but still a major concern was the giants (Anakim), who Joshua saved for last and destroyed   It was a sweeping victory begun by Moses through faith and obedience.  The people received their inheritance, the land rested from war, and there was peace from God (Note: there were a few giants left in Gaza, Ashdod, and Gath where Goliath was later from).
