Biblical Journey:  (* Aims---Students Should Know That)
I.    The Life-giving River





Revelation 22: 1-2
(* There will be a pure river flowing from the throne of God through New Jerusalem.  On each side there will be a tree with 12 different types of fruit that grow all year.  The leaves are for the healing of the nations.)
II.  The Eternal Lifestyle of the Blessed Dead in the Lord
Revelation 22: 3-7
(* In New Jerusalem “…there will be no negativity-only holy positivity.”  God and the Lamb will share the throne and will be perpetually worshiped.  They will provide the light.  God’s name will be written on the foreheads of the saved.  Sin and the curse will be wiped out, and we will be able to see God’s face as we worship Him!)
III.  Final Words from the Angel

(* John was so overwhelmed that that he worshiped the angel, who told him to stop.  The angel told John that he was also a servant of God’s like John, and that John should only worship God!)
