1. Jude warned believers that in the last days there would be a lot of false teaching, and teachers who will infiltrate the church.
2. Know that a decline in teaching solid biblical doctrine was predicted; and will lead to many being fooled and led astray.

3. Be assured that God revealed Himself through Jesus Christ; and on Judgment Day has the power to present us faultless before His throne.

(* The last days began with the arrival of Jesus, but no one knows when He is coming back exactly.  It was predicted, however, that in the last days false teachers would infiltrate the church with negativity and divisiveness.)

Jude 20-23
(* We are to “…build ourselves up in knowledge of the great doctrines of our faith…fuel our knowledge with the power that flows from the Holy Spirit via prayer.”  “We must not respond to false beliefs with combativeness, and therefore give the evil one the victory.”)

(* We give honor to God through praise, who is able to keep us from falling; and will present us faultless through Christ on the terrible Day of Judgment.)
