I.    The Truth about Paul’s Gospel



2 Timothy 2: 8-14
(* Timothy was to remember that Jesus rose bodily from the dead and is King David’s descendent.  Don’t believe anyone, even an angel that preaches something else.  Paul was incarcerated, but God’s Word was not and went forth with power.  Petty bickering can destroy Christian fellowship and discredit Christ before the world.  If we share in Jesus’ suffering we will also share in His glory.)

(* Sadly in many churches the Business meeting carries more weight and has better attendance than Bible Studies.  Many pay more attention to the church constitution/by-laws than the Bible.  Many don’t want to hear what the Bible says.  Opinions can cause strife, however, knowing and living God’s word brings unity and peace.)

I learned that:  
 “Jesus rose from the dead and is King David’s chief descendent.”  This is what Paul wanted Timothy to remember about the Gospel; and “even if an angel preaches something different…the angel is to be avoided at all cost (see Galatians 1:8).”
