Objectives:
1. Know that there is a vital connection between praise and worship, as true worship “is giving God praise simply for being who he is.”
2. Understand and appreciate that heaven and earth are a place of praise.

3. Pure praise is when it is given without wanting anything from God in return; and no matter how great a person may be, they will humbly summit to God.
Discussion: Topic

· What is true worship is it asking God for a laundry list of things, good music -being entertained, the preaching, or praising God for who He is?
Biblical Journey:  (* Aims---Students Should Know That)
I.    The Throne Room of God




Revelation 4: 1-2
(* John had a vision and a door was opened in heaven, where he heard a trumpet talking to him and asking him to come, so things could be showed to him; and in the spirit he was in the throne room in the presence of a Holy God.)
II.  The Four Creatures and Twenty-four elders

 
Revelation 4: 6-11
(* There were four creatures with bodies and six wings full of eyes who were praising God continually.  They had four different faces and one had the face of a lion, another an ox, another a man, and another an eagle.  In the same room were 24 elders with crowns who also praised God continually.  They fell prostrate face down, casting their crowns that symbolized power and authority, before the throne of God, in humility and submission to Him.  The creatures and elders praised God night and day for His “overwhelming splendor and holiness.”)
