Students Should Know That:
1. Those who sin and disobey God soon find out that temporary pleasure can lead to lengthy misery; and after being blest by God the children of Israel turned away from God, and then found themselves being devastated by the nation of Midian and others.
2. Hopelessly abused, in poverty and starving at the hand of their enemies, Israel cried out to God; God asked them to remember what He had done for them; how they disobeyed Him; and how He had rescued them many times before.
3. Gideon was in hiding and didn’t think much of himself; however, the Angel of the Lord assured Gideon that God was with him and would help him deliver the nation from its enemies; all he had to do was trust, obey, and depend on God.
