“Eternal Remembrance” (Christ Is Risen)

Matthew 28: 1-17 (key verse #9)
April 24, 2011

Objectives:
1. Know for sure that Jesus bodily rose from the dead; and any teaching contrary to this is false doctrine.

2. Realize that two women, Mary of Magdala and another Mary, were the first persons to see the risen Savior.

3. Know that the disciples saw Jesus prior to his return to heaven; some still had doubts, but they still worshiped him in spite of their doubts.

Discussion Topic:

· “Should we wait until all doubt is remove before we accepted Jesus and worship Him?”
Biblical Journey:  (* Aims---Students Should Know That)
I.    Two Mary’s Meet an Angel at Jesus’ Tomb


Matthew 28: 1-7
(* Mary Magdalene and another Mary went to the tomb to anoint Jesus body, as there wasn’t enough time on Good Friday.  They arrived to a violent earthquake with an angel coming down to roll back the stone that covered the entrance.  The Roman soldiers fainted in fear.  Jesus was already gone, but the angel wanted the women to see the empty tomb.  The angel ordered them to return to Jesus’ disciples in Galilee and let them know that Jesus had risen.)
II.  The Women Meet the Risen Lord

 

Matthew 28: 8-10
(* Both scared and excited the women left in a hurry, they met the risen savior and fell down and worshipped him.  He gave them the same orders to go and tell his disciples that he had risen and to meet him in Galilee.)
III.  Bribery and a Cover-Up




Matthew 28: 11-15

(*  If the Roman Governor found out Jesus body was gone the soldiers on duty would be executed.  The guards ran and told the priest who bribed them to say that the disciples stole the body to cover up the resurrection.  The priest would cover for the guards if this information came to the governor.)

IV  The Disciples Meet the Risen Jesus



Mathew 28: 1-17

(*  The eleven disciples met Jesus on an unnamed mountain in Galilee, fell down and worshipped him, but some doubted.)

I learned that:  
Gospel means good news and we celebrate Jesus’ victory over the grave and death.

Jesus had already risen from the dead and left the tomb before the angel removed the stone.  The stone was removed so that the women could see the empty tomb for themselves.
