(* Believers were to place “their hope in the living God who, by nature, inclination, and action, is the Savior of all believers.”  No matter what we go through we can trust God.)

1 Timothy 4: 11-16

(* Timothy was to teach everything Paul had written; he was not to let older Christians look down on him because of his youth; know that by living a godly life he could combat their negativity; he was to have a bible centered ministry; read scripture in public, and preach and teach them.  He was not to neglect his preaching gift and totally devote himself to the work of the ministry.)
