Objectives:
1. Understand that in Jesus we have the Law, the Prophets, and the Gospel.
2. Know that Jesus is God’s final revelation.
Discussion Topic:
· Both Moses (representing the Law) and Elijah (representing the Prophets) were both on the mountain top when Jesus was transfigured before His 3 disciples, but after God spoke (“This is my beloved son:  hear him.”) Moses and Elijah disappeared and Jesus only remained.  What did this signify?

I.    A Mountaintop Encounter





Mark 9: 2-6
(* Jesus is God’s final revelation and authority.  On the mountain Jesus was transfigured-glorified before his 3 disciples and Moses and Elijah representing the Law and the Prophets appeared)
II.  A Divine Pronouncement





Mark 9: 7
(* Before Peter got to excited the glory of God appeared in a cloud and God said, “This is my beloved Son:  hear him.” “Moses and Elijah now had subordinate roles…which meant that the Law, the Prophets, and the Gospels were represented” by Jesus.
III.  A Word about Elijah





Mark 9: 8-13
(* John the Baptist was a New Testament version of the prophet Elijah, where it was prophesied in the bible that the Elijah would have to return and come first before the Christ.)

I learned that:  

“The transfiguration of Jesus was a revelation of the glorious divinity of Christ.”  When God identified Jesus as His Son and for the disciples to listen to Him, Moses and Elijah disappeared.  This “…represented the fact that the Law and the prophets had been fulfilled in Christ.”
