Objectives:  (Know That)
1. We are under God’s protection (many times we get in a comfort zone and take it for granted), and when we walk away from it by our ungodly actions, disaster usually follows.
2. “God hears a sincere prayer, not matter how long it has been since a person has prayed.”
Discussion Topic(s):
· While in a comfort zone why do people forget about God?
· God delivers us many times before “He says enough!”  Why must we guard against this taking it for granted attitude?
Biblical Journey---  *Students Should Know That:
I.    The Prayer Answered





Judges 3:15
(* Even after continued sin and rejection, God heard the sincere prayers of his people when they repented.  For 18 years Israel had been under the oppression of King Eglon of Moab.  God delivered them.)
II.  The Delivery







Judges 3: 16-25
(* God sent a judge/deliverer to free His people.  Ehud, while bringing tribute money, was able to smuggle in a weapon/dagger.  God was with him, because not only did he get it by security, he was also allowed to have a private meeting with the king.  Not only did he assassinate the king, he was able to escape.)
III.  The Aftermath






Judges 3:  29-30
(* Moab was a strong nation with a mighty army.  Israel was no match for them especially given their anger over the assignation of their king.  God, however, was with the small tribe of Benjamin and Ehud and gave them the victory (perhaps with help from a few other tribes), and they slew the Moabite army.  No one bothered Israel for the next 80 years.)
