Biblical Journey---  *Students Should Know That:
I.    The Falling Away






Judges 2: 11-13
(* Once the Children of Israel entered the Promised Land, they broke the Ten Commandments.  They allowed themselves to be influenced by the Canaanites that were left and started worshipping idols.  The next generation forgot about all that God had done for them, and thus separated themselves from Him.)
II.  The Oppression






Judges 2: 14-15
(* From Egypt to the Promised Land, Israel was victorious over many more powerful nations, because God was with them.  When Israel turned away from God, “He …removed His arm of protection from them in His anger.  In their helpless state without God, they were easily defeated, enslaved and oppressed .)
III.  The Delivery






Judges 2: 16-19
(* Once in trouble and helpless, Israel would cry out to God, and when He knew they were sincere, He would send judges to lead them to repentance and back to God, who would restore them and give them the victory over their enemies.  Once delivered, however, they would return to their sinful ways doing even more evil; and would lose God’s favor again.)
