“Lavishing Praise” (Hosanna)

Mark 11:  1-11 (key verse #9)
April 17, 2011

Objectives:
1. Understand that Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem was divinely prearranged; and demonstrated great humility to accomplish a spiritual goal, not to fulfill worldly standards.

2. Jesus didn’t come to restore Israel’s glory by defeating the Romans, His entry started a chain of events in Jerusalem that ended in crucifixion and His glorious and victorious resurrection for our salvation; and for this He deserves our praise.

Discussion Topic:

· What does fair weather friends, flattery and praise from people; and how the people praised Jesus on Palm Sunday and then crucified Him on Good Friday say about us and our relationships? 
Biblical Journey:  (* Aims---Students Should Know That)
I.    Jesus Makes His Approach




Mark 11: 1-6
(* Jesus ordered His disciples to a strange town to take a donkey that belonged to someone else; they followed His specific instructions with out questions; and the preordained plan was set in motion so that He could enter Jerusalem as both humble and triumphant.)
II.  Jesus’ Triumphant Entry into Jerusalem

 
Mark 11: 7-11
(* The crowd had heard about Jesus’ healing and raising people from the dead and His other miracles.  They were ecstatic throwing their coats and palm branches on to the road before Him praising God shouting Hosanna (“Save Us”), blessed is He that comes in the name of the Lord; and the arrival of the Kingdom of David.  They wanted salvation from Rome, but Jesus came to same them (us, too) from sin, and to reconcile us back to God.)

Hosanna in Hebrew means “Save Us”.

“The crowd gave God praise for what they anticipated—the Kingdom of God’s arrival…give God Praise!”  (Jesus came as the Lamb of God the 1st time, but will return as the Lion of Judah the 2nd time!)
