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---  Students Should Know That:

After his resurrection Jesus commissioned his disciples to go in to all the world
and witness to those in darkness about the “Good News” of the gospel and we are
to do the same (Jesus is the Son of God, who came into the world to suffer and die
for our sins, and who rose from the dead).

Jesus is the fulfillment of Old Testament prophecy with a basic but crucial
message of repentance and forgiveness of sin in his name (you can’t have one
without the other).

The disciples could not carry out the “Great Commission” alone under their
limited human power and would need power from on high, so before Christ
ascension back to heaven he promised and told them to wait for the Holy Ghost
(power to witness, heal the sick, cast out demons, etc.).

“The purpose of the Ascension was to remove the glorified body of Christ out of
earthly, physical limitations and to provide the appropriate context for Jesus’
homecoming in heaven, God’s abode.”

Discussion Topics:

= The disciples thought Jesus was a ghost. Why do you think they were shocked by his
resurrection?

= Can knowledge about the gospel of Jesus Christ bring salvation?

= More than just knowing about our faith, how can we live our faith?
