Mark 13: 14-27 (key verse 26)

Objectives:
1. Understand that the last days began when Jesus was born in the flesh; and will end at His Second Coming, that even He didn’t know the time.
2. Be careful not to get obsessed with the Second Coming, however, we should live our lives in holiness, knowing that it could happen at any time.
Discussion Topic:
· When the end finally comes (Second Coming of Christ), terror and destruction will be beyond what anyone has ever seen or experienced.  How will the human race respond to such events?
Biblical Journey:  (* Aims---Students Should Know That)
I.    Preparing for the Second Coming of Christ


Mark 13: 14-18
(* “Abomination means something that is defiled and offensive to God.  Desolation means causing something to be desolate.”  When the abomination that causes desolation appears in the Middle East, be on the lookout, as this signals the Second Coming of Christ (end times).  People in this area are warned to flee.
II.  Signs of the End






Mark 13: 19-20)
(* During the end times people will  have never seen or experienced the terror and destruction that will come.  It will be so great during the end times that God will shorten it.  We are not to be obsessed with this knowledge, but need to “…remember that life as we know it will come to an end one day.”
III.  The Appearance of False Messiahs



Mark 13: 21-27
(* False prophets and false Christ will appear, some even doing great signs and wonders to seduce believers.  When Jesus appears with all His glory in the clouds, there will be no doubt.  The ungodly will be terrified.  We are to stay alert.
