I.    The Unnumbered Heavenly Crowd



Revelation 7: 9-10
(* A multitude of interracial and international composition, with pure white robes washed in the blood of the Lamb, who suffered and were killed for Jesus’ name, are given a special place before the throne of God to serve and praise God the Father and God the Son.)
II.  The Angels, Elders, and Creatures Worship God

 Revelation 7: 11-12
(* The multitude are joined by Angels, the 4 creatures, and 24 Elders who simultaneously and continuously praise God.)
III.  The Reward Due Those Praising



Revelation 7: 13-17
(*  One of the elders asked John if he knew the identity and origin of the crowd of worshippers, and John said he didn’t.  He was told that they were “…Christians who had come through indescribable pain and suffering, all for the sake of Christ…their robes being white was due to their being washed in ‘the blood of the Lamb’.  They were given the “privilege of being in God’s presence and worshiping him in person day and night in the heavenly Temple.”  Jesus would be their shepherd and they would not be hungry, or thirsty, or face the hot sun anymore.  Finally, whatever tears they shed for His sake would be wiped away, and they would weep no more.”
